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Ability is not inherited

I have spent half of my life proving that abilities are not inherited.Ifirstbecame aware
of this truth forty years ago and it has been my innermost drive and desire since then to
educate 3 and 4 year old children. As I am not a profession ally trained psychologist or
educator, I base my ideas on my last 40 years experience. .. and those experiences conti-
nue to support the fact that abilities are not inherited. The theorization of what I have
believed and practised for the last 40 years have developed into a method, now known
in the U.S.A. and Canada as the Suzukl Method.”
I think there exists what I call the “Law of Ability.” My first step towards the realiza-
tion of this “Law of Ability” came about 40 years ago when I obsrved that all Japanese
children have the marvelous ab]llty to speak Japanese fluently. The following factors co-
ntribute to this “Law of ability™

1. Certainly in young children who are speaking Japanese, one of the human abilities

is already well developed.

2. The ability to learn a mother tongue is highly developed because children grow. up
in good situations and under good conditions with the right stimulation.

3. A key to the development of human ability must be the conditions and methods in
which and by which every child is taught his mother tongue.

4. There have been many failures in child education in all fields except education of
the mother tongue. How ridiculous it is to make excuses for these failures by bla-
ming them on the belief that ability is inherited. Such apologies we must not accept.

5. All children, by learning to speak their mother tongue, continue to prove that educa-
tion can develop ability.

From the above mentioned points I started to study and test the development of human
ability, i.e., I began to investigate the circumstances, environment and method necessary
