This is because Suzuki Shinichi’s Movement has been playing an important role in spreading
awareness of the significance of early education through his method. He proposed this method before World War Il, and
started the Matsumoto Music School in Nagano Prefecture just after the war.

The Basic Law of Education, a pending problem after the war in Japan, was updated in December of 2006, 60 years after its
creation. Article 11 of the law now states “early childhood education is important as a basis for the lifelong formation of one’s
personality.” It also states, “the national and local governments shall endeavor to promote such education by providing
an erivironment favorable to the healthy growth of young children, and taking other appropriate measures.” Additionally,
the Cabinet Education Rebuilding Council of Abe Administration emphasized the significance of early childhood education
inits Final Report in January, 2008.

That there was such a change in fundamental education policy is a great wind in the sails of the Talent Education Research
Institute, which has long been involved in early childhood education as a civic education movement.

For this concert, in addition to violin, cello, flute, and piano performances, there will also be an ensemble performance of
Mozart's Eine Kleine Nachtmusik by under 7 year-old children and other pieces, including Vivaldi’s A-Moll of Violin Concerto
which | very much look forward to joining.
